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52-Year St. James Resident Jack Kelly to be
St. Patrick’s Day Parade Grand Marshall

When John J. Kelly got word
that he had been named the grand
marshall of the St. James Chamber
of Commerce’s 25th annual St.
Patrick’s Day parade he was visit-
ing his youngest son, Ken, down
in Florida. “It was a complete sur-
prise,” he said. His wife of 55
years, Virginia Kelly said, “He
checked with me the next morn-
ing to make sure he hadn’t
dreamed it. He was thrilled.”

The idea of naming the 52-year
resident of Plane Tree Lane, St.
James to the honor was actually
spearheaded by his daughter
Kathleen, a Lt. in the New York
City Police Department, who
recently moved back to St. James
with her husband and their two
children.

“We tried for grand marshall
last year, but this year, we decid-
ed to make a big push,” recalled
Kathy. She recruited Keith J. Kelly,
oldest son and a former reporter
with the Smithtown News who
now writes for the New York Post,
along with Kirk Kelly, a union
organizer. They got Ken, an inves-

tigator with the US Postal service
involved along with Kevin Kelly, a
CPA, married with two children
and living in Garden City, into the
swing of things. Eventually friends
and neighbors all joined in the
outpouring of letters of endorse-
ment.

Jack Kelly, as he is known by
friends, turned 80 this past July

and is Brooklyn born but spent
most of his life in the house he
and wife Virginia bought in 1957
for $13,500. It was in the post war
baby boom and was the first big
development in the Town of
Smithtown. It was situated on a
former potato farm. The developer
had called it St. James Estates and
had erected 200 homes, most of
them identical three-bedroom
ranches that were quickly filled by
former Gls. It seemed like every-
one harkened back to an old city
neighborhood, Jack recalled.

“I think their biggest worry
when they moved out from their
Brooklyn apartment was how
were they ever going to get to
know the neighbors — they were
over a quarter acre away,”
recalled son Keith. But as the fam-
ily grew and they raised five kids,
it seemed they quickly got to
know most of the original settlers
in “The Estates.”

Jack Kelly spent most of his life
as a professional fundraiser for
Catholic causes, first with CCS

Parish Corp. and then as the direc-
tor of development with the
Diocese of Rockville Centre,
where he conceived the annual
Bishop’s Appeal which has raised
tens of millions for worthy causes.
He retired in 1998, but continued
working on local parish drives.
Most recently, he came home to
work on the increased income
campaign that Sts. Philip & James
R.C. Church ran. The hope was to
raise over $1 million. At last
count, it had raised $1.2 million.
“It's a great year for him to be
named Grand Marshall, since it
comes after one of his last big
campaigns right here in St. James,
said son Kirk Kelly, who lives in
Manhattan but had assisted his
dad in the drive. While he was a
professional fundraiser on that
one, he was also an active volun-
teer in parish activities for

decades. All five children went
through SSPJ, and then on to
Catholic High Schools.

When the kids were younger he
was involved in a host of activities
— from playing Santa Claus for
years at Pack 228 to coaching in
the St. James Little League. He is
also a member of the Knights of
Columbus and the Knights of the
Holy Sepulcher. He was a past
president of the Sts. Philip and
James school board, in its earliest
years, and had worked to keep the
school open with a lay staff back
in the early 70s, when the last
order of nuns was pulled from the
school and the Diocese was
debating whether it was economi-
cally feasible to keep the parish
school going with an all lay staff.

“He gave us a good grounding
on what the really important
things in life were,” said son Kevin
Kelly, who will be coming back to

town for dad’s big day.

Friends and family will be fly-
ing in from as far away as Florida.
“I'm really looking forward to the
big day,” said Jack Kelly, “There’s
nothing | enjoy more than getting
together with family and old
friends.”

He'll have plenty of company
on Saturday, March 14th. In addi-
tion to his five children — Keith,
Kevin, Kirk, Kathy, and Kenny —
he has 10 grandchildren, Allison
and John Kelly, Terrence and
Larisa Dorrian, Ruairi, Luke and
Eamon Kelly, and Aidan, Saylor
and Palmer Kelly who all plan to
march with him down Lake
Avenue.

and his final cost for materials
was $730.25. The extra money
was donated to the church.

The smaller
sized box is perfect for jewelry, electronics, event
tickets, or other small items that need expedited
shipping.

If an item is too thick for a flat-rate envelope but
too small to fill a larger flat-rate box, this is an ideal
choice. Customers get quick and easy shipping
without having to use a box larger than needed.

Like all USPS flat-rate boxes and envelopes, the
new box is available free of charge and also can be
used for international shipping.
