Twenty-five years ago members from seven con-
gregations within the township of Smithtown saw a
need to provide food to residents who could not
afford to feed their families. This is an ecumenical
project that depends on the parishioners of the
member churches to provide food and to staff the
pantry on a rotating basis. We are truly seven
churches working as one.

The purpose of the Food Pantry is “To aid resi-
dents in an Emergency Food Crisis....” We are open
Monday through Friday from 9 a.m. until 12 noon.
For 25 years we have provided a 3-day supply of
food to individuals and families.

Over the years the need for the pantry has grown.
We are serving more families now then ever before
and with the economic situation in our country we
anticipate this need to continue to expand.

During 2008 we assisted 2,132 individuals, sup-
plying 19,188 meals.

We greatly appreciate the generosity and com-
passion of the community in assisting us in this min-
istry. Our shelves have been kept stocked due to the
churches, schools and school clubs, Boy and Girl
Scouts, athletic teams, local businesses, fraternal
and social organizations, and town employees pro-
viding a constant source of food, supplies, and
monetary donations.

At 2 p.m. on March 22, 2009 we are having an
Ecumenical Service of Thanksgiving at St. Thomas
of Canterbury Episcopal Church. Clergy and/or rep-
resentatives from the seven churches will partici-
pate in this service and we invite all of our support-
ers to gather with us as we celebrate 25 years of
